treated bleeds. One of the articles talked about my cousin at six years old, climbing painfully from his wheelchair to his bed, with 

tears streaming down his face. When asked why he was crying, he simply said ―I...I wanna see Santa Clause.‖ This story and many 

like this one will forever be etched in our minds. The treatment for Hemophilia has progressed leaps and bounds since then and the 

research continues. Unfortunately, the tragedy of the 1980‘s, contamination by the HIV virus, decimated our community. My cousin 

died of AIDS before his time, but not without passing on his knowledge, strength, and love to his second cousin, my son. For this 

reason, the bleeding disorders community has become known as the ―watchdog of the world‘s blood supply.‖  We, as a community 

have vowed that this tragedy will NEVER happen to our community again. I tell this story because it has been several years since 

the tragedy of the ‗80‘s and the treatment for Hemophilia fortunately has enabled our youth to not suffer the pain of generations 

past. Although it is true that time heals wounds, we must not become lax in our vigil. 

Many years ago, I made this promise to my cousin, ñYou will always be remembered, never forgotten.ò I extend this prom-

ise to all of the lives taken from us way to soon. 
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May is Hepatitis Awareness Month  

Hepatitis B and Hepatitis C can become chronic, life-long infections which can lead to liver cancer. Millions of Ameri-

cans are living with chronic viral hepatitis, and many do not know they are infected.  

Although May is Hepatitis Awareness Month, viral hepatitis needs more attention throughout the year. One of the main findings 
from last year's Institute of Medicine (IOM) report was that the American public and health care professionals lacked knowledge 
and awareness about viral hepatitis. 

The term "hepatitis" means inflammation of the liver, and it refers to a group of diseases, each caused by a unique virus. In the 
United States, the most common types of viral hepatitis are Hepatitis A, Hepatitis B, and Hepatitis C.
